2020 STEM Cyber Innovation Club Mentor (After-School)
The Office of Technical and Career Education (TCE) seeks qualified, enthusiastic and passionate mentor(s) to assist in an after-school STEM Cyber Innovation Club. A stipend of $500 will be available to mentor(s) for assisting student teams with cyber security training in preparation for the 12th Annual STEM Trifecta on June 4th, 2020. Students will have the opportunity to learn about computer programming, including several coding languages, and ultimately create a prototype using the skills they gain. TCE will provide the initial training and materials for each mentor. 
Responsibilities:

The STEM Cyber Innovation Club mentor(s) will be responsible for recording attendance, keeping teams on task and making sure teams are well-prepared. Mentor(s) should have a background or interest in Science, Technology and Engineering. Mentor(s) should have experience working with small groups of students and be available to host meetings at their site for an hour at least once a week, beginning the week of October 14th. Mentors will take students through a provided pacing guide with pre-determined lessons and projects, which will instruct teams on the operating the Raspberry Pi and writing code, researching the challenge prompt and planning for the final project; and will assist in preparation for other aspects of the competition including, but not limited to, scheduling transportation for event day and securing technical advisors/volunteers. 
Meeting Dates/Times:

While additional meetings may be scheduled by the mentor for the benefit of their teams, mentors are expected to lead trainings for their students for one (1) hour each week, beginning the week of October 14th. 
Stipend Information:

The stipend will be disbursed in two payments. The first payment of $250 will be disbursed in February; the second payment will be disbursed in June. The second payment of $250 is based upon the mentor and team’s active attendance and participation in the practice round held on April 24th, 2020 at the Advanced Technology Center, as well as the Cyber Innovation Challenge held on June 4th, 2020 at the Virginia Beach Convention Center, as well as the other duties noted above. Please note that there is only ONE stipend per school; if a school has two mentors, the stipend will be split between them.
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
